The artwork interprets and explores 

the struggles and joys of living in a diverse community; the impact on human dignity of prejudice and 

hatred; and the varied peoples, cultures and perspectives in our world. 

 

This artwork was selected from the submitted entries by a distinguished panel of curators: Hector 

deCordova, an artist and owner of deCordova Galleries in Greenport; Athena LaTocha, an artist, and 

teacher who has worked at the Smithsonian's National Museum for the Native American Indian, and 

curated exhibits at the Wang Center; and Franklin Hill Perrell, the chief curator of the Nassau County 

Museum of Art.
